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Towns weigh options in light of ambulance vote

Town Supervisor Thomas Felton said Byron officials are still gathering information on options to the city of 
Batavia's ambulance service. 
 
With City Council acting Monday night to terminate service agreements with towns, villages and fire districts as 
of Sept. 1, Felton said he expected to get some kind of notification for 2009. 
 
"We'll have a little lead time,'' he said. 
 
Felton said he would hope the towns could come together on some sort of "countywide situation.'' 
 
That would seem to be the most economical solution, he said. "Hopefully we can 
get it done in some fashion.'' 
 
Byron has an ambulance service, Felton noted, but as a volunteer operation, he 
didn't think the town could expect it to handle all of its calls for service. 
 
Alexander Supervisor Ruth Hulshoff said she expects the subject will be up for 
discussion at the next meeting of the Genesee Association of Municipalities. It's a 
hard situation, she said, because officials feel a responsibility to taxpayers to have 
"something in place.'' 
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Most communities in the county have local volunteer ambulance services or rescue 
squads for basic or in some instances intermediate levels of emergency service. 
 
Alexander's ambulance has covered for the town in the past, Hulshoff said, but 
doesn't have the advanced life support capability that the city provides. 
 
GAM sought proposals for a countywide service about a year ago, but the city was 
the only responder.
